Currency Exchange

The Polish currency is zloty (PLN). There are 100 groszy to 1 zloty (PLN). Banknotes come in 10, 20, 50, 
100 and 200 PLN denominations. Coins come in 1, 2, 5, 10, 20, 50 groszy and 1, 2, and 5 zlotys (PLN).

Most hotels and business centers accept payment in euro or USD, 
or in major credit cards (few of them may decline American Express).

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Credit cards

Credit cards accepted in Poland: Visa, MasterCard, American Express. Cash withdrawal machines, restau-
rants, car rental agencies and most shops accept all major credit cards.

Shops

Commonly open hours are 10:00 a.m. – 6:00 p.m. Monday to Saturday. On Saturday (September 16) 
shops are closed. Payment in shops: by cash (polish currency) or credit cards.

Public transport

Krakow has a dense network of public transport with trams and buses. Tickets machines can be found in 
a number of buses and trams and at some stops. Tickets can also be bought at newspapers kiosks. A 20 
min. ticket is 2,80 PLN (normal price). The tickets become valid when punched in an orange box to be 
found on a bus or a tram.

Taxis

In Krakow taxis are usually ordered by phone and available 24 hours a day. The taxi companies usually 
accept credit cards and employ English-speaking drivers.
